THE CENTRAL STORES REVOLVING FUND; PROVIDING AN

WHEREAS, in Title 3 of the Lynnwood Municipal Code, the City of Lynnwood has
established a central stores revolving fund as authorized by state law; and

WHEREAS the City of Lynnwood adopted LMC 3.68 in 1975 to provide for a special
revolving fund to support centralized stores of common materials and supplies; and,

WHEREAS; and the Central Stores were closed as a cost reduction measure in 2009; and
WHEREAS; the fund has not been in use for many years,

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LYNNWOOD, WASHINGTON, DO
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: Purpose. The purpose of this ordinance is to repeal LMC Chapter 3.68

eliminating the Central Stores Revolving Fund.

Section 2. Severability. If any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this ordinance
should be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such
invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of any other
section, sentence, clause or phrase or word of this ordinance.

Section 3. Effective Date: ~ This ordinance or an approved summary thereof consisting of its
title shall be published in the City’s official newspaper of record and shall take effect and
be in full force five days following its publication.
